MANAGEMENT REPORTS

MAINTENANCE REPORT – BRUCE

· Roof Repairs  - Waiting for warmer weather.

· Cleaning baseboards and doing touch up paint in the hallways baseboards, 1st floor to go.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

· Stellar Paint – On a motion made by Alyssa, seconded by LaVon and unanimously carried to ratify the e-mail vote to approve Stellar Paint contract.

· #501 Request for Satellite Dish - On a motion made by Peggy seconded by LaVon and unanimously carried to approve with the location to be a tripod on the balcony.  Dish is not be mounted to the building or cannot extend over the balcony railing.
CORRESPONDENCE – VIOLATIONS

· #207 Parking Violation – Bruce advised that this one has not been taken care of.  The motorcycle is still being parked in front of the auto in the same space.  Complaints have been received because the vehicle extends out in the driving lane.  Also it is a Fire Code Violation.  A Fine is to be assessed.
