MINUTES:  On a motion made by Marthe seconded by Lavon and unanimously carried the minutes of February 11, 2008 were approved as presented.

FINANCIAL REPORTS:  After a review of the February 2008 Financial Statements a motion was made by Lavon, seconded by Marthe and unanimously carried to accept the February 2008 financials as presented.  

MANAGEMENT REPORTS

The written report was included in the packet.  Items were reviewed and new items were covered under New Business.

MAINTENANCE REPORT – BRUCE

· Backflow on Fire line – additional bid for work on the drain lines that are rusted was sent

· Garage and driveway drain – garage drain has been cleaned.  We are to get a proposal for the cleaning of the drain, where Jasmine Townhomes meets and the combined.  At [resent it is over ankle deep, mostly with gravel (Jasmine Townhomes uses for ice melt).

· Cooling Tower – Starmen was requested to submit a bid for the de-scaling to be done before the system is turned on.

· West Garage Door = service was needed to repair the pulley line.  It was noted that the door has been hit and pushed in slightly.  A bid is expected for additional work that can be done later.  

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

· #302 Smoke – Bruce has been keeping a log.  It was especially bad this past Sunday.  Fines have been sent.  The 9th Fine is scheduled to be sent on the 28th.

NEW BUSINESS

· Frontier Fire Protection - Proposal was received to:  Replace the existing drain lines on the fire pump that are rusted and re-route the pressure sensing line to comply with the fire code.    Proposal amount is $1,049.00.  On a motion made by Marthe, seconded by LeVon, and unanimously carried to approve and sign this proposal.

· Starmen Proposal –A Proposal was received to “add 10-gallons of de-scaling chemical to the cooling tower.  Then reservoir will be dumped out and refilled with clean water”.  Proposal amount is $495.00.  On a motion made by Greg, seconded by LeVon, and unanimously carried to approve and sign this proposal

· Overhead Door (West Garage Door) – Proposal tabled.  Board would like proposal for a new door. Bruce will contact them.

· Mr. Rooter Proposal - for removal of sludge ad debris that is in the common drain (with Jasmine Townhomes) that run under the driveway.  Board would like Jasmine Townhomes to be contacted.  They are welcome to have their contractor provide a proposal.  Deadline should be the end of April.
