· Waste Management Renewal - On a motion made by Greg, seconded by Alyssa and unanimously carried to approve and sign the renewal agreement.
· Reserve Bank Account - On a motion made by Greg, seconded by Alyssa and unanimously carried to move the reserve account to a money market account at Bank of Choice.

CORRESPONDENCE –

A Board Member reposted that air filters were recently installed.  Also Bruce reported that #605 has complained.  No action at this time by the board.
