· Cooling Tower – On a motion made by Greg, seconded by Lavon and unanimously carried to approve Item 1 only of the proposal by Cooling Tower Services, Inc. in the amount of $3,856.00.

· Fire Monitoring System – On a motion made by Alyssa, seconded by Lavon and unanimously carried to approve the proposal from Mountain Alarm effective February 1, 2007. ADT is to be sent a notice that service will terminate at the end of the contract.

· Fire Line Back Flow – Frontier Fire Protection (recommended by Plumbline) is the only one that has provided a proposal.  Denver required this work to be done by June 1, 2007.  Other contractors have been on the property, but decline to bid.  Primarily due to the configuration of the pipe.

· Wrought Iron Repairs – Board reviewed Columbine’s proposal and would like clarification on the railing for the front, repair or new one. Also more bids are requested.

· Newsletter – Lavon is working on the next issue.  Items to include would be regarding keys, heat filters and recycle items.

New Business

· 2008 Budget Discussion – Draft was included in the packet. There was some review, but Board will vote via e-mail.

· Move In and Move Out Charge -.  Clarification was needed on the costs.  Board stated it is move In $100 and Move Out $100.  Will clarify in the next edition of the Handbook.

· Mums –Peggy Delaney requested to be able to purchase and plant mums in the front planters.  Board OK’d it.

· Fire Alarm Panel – ADT has not installed the new panel.

· Fire Line Backflow- Bruce has met with two contractors.  Both have the same concern about the configuration of the pipe.

· #108 Leak into garage continues. A letter was sent to allow them 20 days (October 22nd) to make the repair or Bruce would have it done and they will be billed. –
